safely hold and swing a shotgun.

Participants bring: Traditional hunting or sporting shotgun in 12, 16, 20 or 28 gauge with Improved
Cylinder chokes; three boxes of factory target load lead 7 % or 8 shot (or steel equivalent), safety glasses
and hearing protection. Cash or checks only please.

The first two hours of the clinics cover: shotgun information, clay target shooting techniques and common
games. Classroom time is followed by on-field instruction and an introduction to the game of Sporting
Clays.
